Sports Grounds: The Maastricht Trophy is played at several locations in the western
part of Maastricht, close to the Belgian border. The RKASV facilities comprise 3 lit
pitches, a clubhouse and 26 changing rooms The facilities are located close to the new
Geusselt complex, situated behind the swimming pool. The locations are around 15-20
minutes away from the centre of Maastricht.
